	Directions:  

     Tell the child that you want him/her to read a list of names.  Put a check above each name that is read correctly.  Record the child’s exact response if he/she makes an error.  If the child self-corrects, write SC next to their initial response, and mark it with a (.  (This does not count as an error.)  Discontinue testing if the student is overly frustrated and record exactly where you stopped the assessment.  There is no time limit for the  Early Names Test. 


	Say: 

      I want you to pretend you are a teacher taking attendance on the first day of school.  You will be reading some students’ names.  As you read, I will be taking some notes to help me remember what you say.

     Some of the names may be hard for you to read.  I won’t be able to help you read them.  Even if you are not sure what a name is, try to make a guess.  It doesn’t matter if you get all the names right.  Just do your best.  Do you have any questions?
